 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Born in Taipei, Taiwan, in 1979, pianist Hsiang Tu came to the United States at the age of fourteen, after winning the National Youth Piano Competition in his native country.  His early piano study in the U.S. was at the Idyllwild School in California with Nelms MacElvan and at the Walnut Hill School in Massachusetts with Hae-Sun Paik and Hung-Kuan Chen.  Mr. Tu then followed Chen to Boston University and the University of Calgary, where he received a Bachelor of Music degree in 2002.  Mr. Tu has since moved back to the States and has been studying at The Juilliard School, where he received a Master of Music degree in 2004 and is currently a Doctoral of Musical Art candidate under the guidance of Jerome Lowenthal.  A frequent winner in competitions, Mr. Tu made his New York debut in 2004 at the Alice Tully Hall in Lincoln Center as the winner of the Juilliard School Concerto Competition.  Mr. Tu was also awarded the Second Prize at the 2003 New Orleans International Piano Competition, Third Prize at the 2003 Kingsville International Piano Concerto Competition (Texas), and First Prize at the 2000 Canadian Music Festival Competition.  Some of Mr. Tu’s earlier achievements include winning the Boston University Concerto Competition, the Harvard Musical Association Achievement Award, and the New England Conservatory Preparatory School Concerto Competition, which resulted in a performance at Boston’s Jordan Hall with Benjamin Zander.   Appearing regularly in different countries and venues, Mr. Tu has been presented in recitals by the Foundation for Chinese Performing Arts in Boston, the Loyola University of New Orleans, the Taiwan National Recital Hall, and the Banff Centre in Canada, where he has done a six-month residency.  He also was a full-scholarship student at the Aspen Music Festival under John Perry, and has participated in master classes held by Russell Sherman, Fou T’song, and Anton Kuerti.  Mr. Tu’s numerous orchestral appearances include the Louisiana Philharmonic, the Calgary Philharmonic, the Juilliard Orchestra, Boston University Symphonic Orchestra, and the New England Conservatory Youth Philharmonic Orchestra.  An avid Red Sox fan, Mr. Tu lives in New York City with his two Ragdoll cats; he also enjoys fine food and movies in his spare time.
