Violinist Tzu-Ying Chen was born 1991 in Taiwan and is currently studying violin at Anton Bruckner Privatuniversitaet Fuer Musik, Schauspiel, und Tanz, Linz in Vienna under Gunter Pichler. She also studied with Matheos Kariolou at the same school. She was the first prize winner of 2006 Vienna City Middle School Violin Competition, and was invited to perform at the Berengaria International Music Festival in Cyprus, and performed Paganini concerto with conductor Georg Kugi. She will perform with Cyprus Youth Orchestra to perform Sibelius violin concerto in September of 2007.
Cellist Ying-Jun Wei was born 1983 in China and started cello at the age of 10. At 11, she went to study at the Wu Han Conservatory of Music and appeared in many concerts as a soloist. At the age of 13, she won the first prize of The Third China Cello Competition. At 15, Ying-Jun was given a great opportunity to study in England by Curtis Price, the Principal of Royal Academy of Music. She went to The Purcell School with Full scholarship for two years where she was taught by Pal Banda. In 2000, Ying-Jun won The Purcell School Concerto Competition and was given a performance in The Duke's Hall at the Royal Academy of Music. Shortly after, she entered Royal Academy of Music as a Full scholarship student. Her Cello teachers were Professor Colin Carr and Doctor David Strange. She currently is on her Master degree at The Boston Conservatory and her teacher is Rhonda Rider. Ying-jun has performed in many concerts as a soloist, she has given performances in such venues as The Wigmore Hall, St.John’s Smith Square, The Purcell Room, Buckingham Palace and more.
